1 SAMUEL 13:14 NIV

“But now your kingdom  will not endure ; the LORD  has  

sought  out a man after his  own heart and  appointed  

him ruler of his  people,  because  you  have  not kept  the 

LORD ’s command .”

ACTS 13:22 NIV

“After removing  Saul,  he made  David  their king . God  

testified  concerning  him: ‘I have  found  David  son  of 

Jesse,  a man after my own heart; he will do everything  

I want him to do.’”



2 SAMUEL 23:1-2 NIV

These  are the last words  of David : “The  inspired  utterance  of David  son  of Jesse,  

the utterance  of the man exalted  by the Most High,  the man anointed  by the God  

of Jacob,  the hero  of Israel’s  songs : 2 “The  Spirit  of the Lord spoke  through  me; 

His  word was  on my tongue .”



2 PETER 1:19-20 NIV

We also  have  the prophetic  message  as  something  completely  reliable,  and  you  

will do well to pay  attention to it, as  to a light shining  in a dark  place,  until the day  

dawns  and  the morning  star rises  in your hearts . 20 Above  all, you  must 

understand  that no prophecy  of Scripture  came  about  by the prophet’s  own 

interpretation  of things .



2 SAMUEL 23:3-5 NIV

The  God  of Israel  spoke,  the Rock  of Israel  said  to me: ‘When  one  rules  over  

people  in righteousness,  when  he rules  in the fear of God, 4 he is like  the light of 

morning  at sunrise  on a cloudless  morning,  like  the brightness  after rain that 

brings  grass  from the earth.’ 5 “If my house  were  not right with God,  surely  He  

would  not have  made  with me an everlasting  covenant,  arranged  and  secured  in 

every  part; surely  He  would  not bring  to fruition my salvation  and  grant  me my 

every  desire .



2 SAMUEL 23:6-7 NIV

“But evil  men are all to be  cast  aside  like  thorns,  which  are not gathered  with 

the hand . 7 Whoever  touches  thorns  uses  a tool of iron or the shaft  of a spear ; 

they are burned  up where  they lie.”



1 KINGS 2:1-3a NIV

When the time drew  near  for David  to die, he gave  a charge  to Solomon  his  

son . 2 “I am about  to go  the way of all the earth,” he said . “So  be  strong,  act like  

a man, 3 and  observe  what the LORD your God  requires : Walk in obedience  to 

him, and  keep  his  decrees  and  commands,  his  laws  and  regulations,  as  written 

in the Law  of Moses .”



1 KINGS 2:3b-4 NIV

“Do  this so  that you  may prosper  in all you  do and  wherever  you  go 4 and  that 

the LORD may keep  his  promise  to me: ‘If your descendants  watch  how they live, 

and  if they walk  faithfully before  me with all their heart and  soul,  you  will never  fail 

to have  a successor  on the throne of Israel .’”
